Council joins Mountain Bike Australia in supporting Coondoo Classic
Shoalhaven City Council is joining Mountain Bike Australia (MTBA) in supporting the 2015 South East Coast Secondary Schools Mountain Bike Championships to be held on 10-11 June at South Nowra.

The two-day event, colloquially known as ‘The Coondoo Classic’, will see some of the area’s most talented high school students tackle the beautiful single tracks within the Currumbene State Forest. 

Shoalhaven City Council Mayor, Joanna Gash said she was excited to see Council continuing to draw a diverse range of sporting events and competitions to the area. 

The Mayor said the participating students could expect to be challenged by the undulating tracks of the Currumbene State Forest.

“The upcoming South East Coast Secondary Schools Mountain Bike Championships will provide the area’s students with a tough but enjoyable couple of days of competition,” said Clr Gash.

“With the emphasis on team participation the ride has been designed to cater for all levels of high-school riders.

“One of the highlights of the competition will be the four-hour enduro team event where teams of three or four will take part in a relay style race.”

“I would certainly like to welcome all the competitors for what I’m sure will be a great event and wish all of those taking to the trails the best of luck.”

The Mayor said the two-day event would be hosted by Vincentia High School.

MTBA CEO Shane Coppin said he is happy to support the event, which fits perfectly into MTBA’s strategy of recognising and fostering grass root mountain bike events.

Organising teacher, Cathy Boyce said she is excited to see the event grow as it provides an opportunity for the talented and dedicated students in the Vincentia High mountain bike teams to compete on local tracks.
Mrs Boyce said the event was now in its eighth year and had become a fixture on the local youth mountain biking calendar. 
Free training will be provided by experienced South Coast United Mountain Bikers and Vincentia High School riders on Wednesday 10 June allowing participants the opportunity to sharpen their skills before the race. 

Prizes and trophies will be awarded to winning schools in each category.
